• Glued with adhesive Vescom 2000 with a mass per unit area of approx. 200 g/m2(wet, liquid 

form before application); 
• Yarned texture and colour light grey. 

 
The product has a total thickness of approx. 0.95 mm and a mass per unit area of approx. 340 g/m2.
